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Abstract Plurality of creditors involves divided rights, joint rights and solidary rights; plurality
of debtors also involves three types of plurality obligations — divided obligations, joint
obligations, and solidary obligations. When not explicitly regulated or agreed upon, the
prevailing opinion holds that, the recognizing of solidary obligations should be premised on the
equal rank of obligations. Obligations may be considered to be of equal rank when all obligors
should ultimately bear the damage proportionately, rather than simply providing an advance
performance. In the case of “disturbed” solidary obligations, the following model should be
adopted: the creditor should bear the adverse consequences of the exemption agreement, while
the third party should only be partially liable from the outset and no recourse should arise. The
multiple regulation of solidary obligations and the absence of a hierarchical model of liability
under Chinese law may raise particular problems.
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
