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Abstract The construction of time in law is closely related to modern society’s functional
differentiation. Only by admitting that the system can generate communication and distinction
from its environment can we understand the possibility of different dimensions of time in society,
and do we also recognize time is an issue in legal operation and legal evolution. The uniqueness of
temporal dimension in legal system and its function of normative expectation is the description of
the distinction of legal system from other systems in systems theory. Future-oriented
construction of time in law cannot fulfill the legal argumentation in law and the normative
stability brought by legal decisions. Politics’ purposeful program has the same negative
effects. Through the observation of the concept of temporality in systems theory, modern law’s
evolutionary value and its risks in change can be revealed, and it is also the importance of systems
theory for the legal theories’ evolutions.
